A man grabbed a woman in an alley, obviously to rape her. He said he was sorry. He did not want to hurt her, but he just had to do it. He was very messy and in really poor condition.
For a long time the woman talked to him saying, mostly, reinforcing things. She told him he did not have to rape; that rape is evil; that he could be attractive, if he would clean himself up.
She told him about her two children. She said he was “not really a bad person and didn’t really want to do that to her.”
Then, he thanked her for caring enough to talk to him as she had. He told her that no one had ever done that before and that he was lonely. He said she had saved him from doing something bad and told her to leave. They went their separate ways.
