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1. What are the facts of the conflict?
Jim Rivers was a black man facing racial restrictions when trying to buy a house in his hometown of Wadsworth, Ohio in 1968. He had even had doors slammed in his face while looking for homes. 

Jim was also a second year schoolteacher in the Barberton District. At this time, his school was collecting for the Summit County United Way, which included Wadsworth. He was so disgruntled that he refused to make a donation, although 100% of staff participation was desired. The superintendent helped him to attain a new real estate broker, Alex Dombroski, in return for a donation. 

Jim found his perfect home but he and Alex had to look at the building at night, when no one could see that Jim was black. 

Jim offered the asking price of the home and was approved. However, he found later that John Looney, a peace activist and former boss, had purchased the home in order to then sell it to Jim. John Looney bypassed the system of racism. 

2. What human need(s) are being denied or are perceived to be denied?
Jim Rives was denied acceptance, respect, and self-actualization. Jim was denied self-actualization because he had dreamed of living in his hometown and he was restricted in reaching that potential. 


3. What is the nonviolent solution or suggested solution?
The system was swiftly and nonviolently bypassed when John Looney took a stand against an injustice and purchased the home for Jim Rivers.

The second conflict regarding the donation to the Summit County United Way was also handled nonviolently as the superintendent calmly understood the situation and offered Jim Rivers a trade for his cooperation. 

4. What nonviolent tactic(s) were used or proposed?
· Be persistent and patient 

· Be dedicated to Justice

· Act with integrity and humility

· Be helpful

· Mental, creative, moral resources

5. Why did or would the tactics work?
The tactics worked because parties involved were dedicated to a positive conclusion of social justice and equality and this came before anger escalated and violence resulted. 
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
